The station is available throughout the four seasons and it is never too early to make reservations. In fact, we highly recommend it due to advance bookings. Bryant Pond Station is one of the very few places in the Sunday River Ski/White Mountain foothills lakes region capable of handling larger groups AND is located on the shore of beautiful Lake Christopher. We can handle any group large or small, church outings and retreats, business seminars, meetings and retreats, family reunions, multi-family get togethers, and even weddings. Even if there are just a few of you looking to get away, don't be afraid to inquire. Due to the versatility of the Station, our rates are based on the size of your group, length of stay, and time of year.


The station is a piece of Maine history dating back to the turn of the century when it was part of a thriving clothespin mill. When the mill closed in the 1960's, it became a restaurant serving German fare and in the early 1990's was converted into a truly unique home able to accommodate small and large groups. The original boilerplate is still in one of the walls and some of the remaining brickwork is quite complex and intriguing.


The property is very comfortable indoors and out with lots of room, a large front and side yard capable of volleyball, baseball, frisbee, croquet etc, a swingset and sandbox for the kids, walk right into the water from the yard, easy boat access, a dock and boathouse, 2 canoes, a large deck with a gas grill, an enclosed porch, and a fire pit. In the winter, snowmobilers can ride right onto the frozen lake and access the many trails the area has to offer. For skiers, about 20 minutes is all it takes to reach the slopes of Sunday River ski area and just 10 minutes to Mount Abram ski area. Mount Abram offers night skiing as well.


The Station boasts 6 bedrooms, one of which is the "mega" room and can sleep 5 in its 2 full beds, 1 twin, and carpeted loft. The master bedroom has a king size bed and also a twin bed, knotty pine ceiling, cable TV, outside door, ceiling fan, and a bathroom with a shower. Other accommodations include a bunk room, a full futon, pullouts and hideaways, and a few couches, altogether able to accommodate up to 30 people before the floor is actually used. We commonly have groups in the 10-15 range. There are two living rooms, both with cable TV. The larger has a pool table, a fireplace, overhead fans, an off shoot den with a futon, couch, coffee table, and plant area, and the lakefront wall is all sliding glass leading to the deck looking west at the lake with Mount Christopher looming on the opposite shore.


The station is a predominantly single story with five stairs rising to the large living room. There is a brick stairway descending to a partially below ground floor which has a bedroom with a full futon and a single over the top of it.  Beyond this is the bunk room with three brick archways in which each two have a single bed, and the third, a full bed. This room is referred to by some as the wine cellar. The smaller living room is also equipped with cable TV, games, one wall covered with topographic maps, and another wall covered with many pictures of the railroad world. Off this room are two more bedrooms, each with a queen bed, and next to them is a full bathroom. Off the kitchen is yet another bathroom with a washer and dryer.


The kitchen is fully equipped with plenty of dishes, silverware, pots and pans, coffee grinder, two coffee makers, two toasters, a blender and popcorn popper, a dishwasher and microwave, an “all fridge” refrigerator, a regular refrigerator, and a freezer. There are overhead ceiling fans throughout the house as well as a couple of portable fans.


Lake Christopher is clean and one can walk into the water from the property without climbing down rocks or any steep drops. Children can access the water from the yard or dock. The lake bottom is a combination of sand and some stone - no problem for barefootin'. You can even launch a boat if you wish from the yard.  There is also a boathouse. There is not a lot of motorized boat traffic and jet-skis are banned on all of the lakes in the region. In the spring the lake is stocked with fish. Fishing is a year round sport here and in the wintertime the lake is dotted with ice fishing shacks.

A fun adventure is to canoe across the lake, and then climb the mountain.  It's an easy climb and has a magnificent view from the top. The yard and deck face west towards the lake so the sunsets are beautiful. There is nearly 100 feet of shore on the property.


There is hiking and biking along with jeep trails in the area and a bike park at Sunday River. There are a number of nice restaurants, a brewpub, a Golf course just 15 minutes away in Bethel.  Bethel is also home to the “BIG” Adventure Center, with its huge indoor laser tag arena, rock gym, water slide, and mini golf course.  Oxford Plains Speedway is 30 minutes south on route 26. North Conway is an hour away with all the shops, and of course the Conway Scenic Railroad with their breathtaking trips through Crawford notch.  Mount Washington is also about an hour away, with its Cog Railway.  World famous, and few minutes further down is Story Land.  Old Orchard Beach is an hour and a half away with its gorgeous beach and amusement park.


Feel adventurous?? There is river canoeing just 15 minutes away at the Riverside Campground on the Androscoggin River. They rent canoes and Kayaks and will transport your group up river. There are fine views of the White Mountains from the river and it is an easy and safe river to canoe.


To the south, there is a Wal-mart and Shop 'n Save, along with many other stores.  Perham's of West Paris is a must see on a rainy day. They market Jewelry made from Maine Gems and Minerals that are abundant in the area. You can even try your own luck and go digging for tourmaline crystals or take a mine tour. There are numerous antique stores in the area.   Please refer to the web site and accompanying "home page" for more information.


Rentals are Saturday to Saturday during the summer, and commonly weekends in the winter. Rates are available on our rental page, with larger groups, weddings etc. to be negotiated with owner. Bryant Pond Station is a member in good standing with the Bethel area Chamber of Commerce.
