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Glen Ledge Station is located in a great spot for all the White Mountains have to offer. It is only three miles from the junction of routes 16 and 302, in that part of the town of Bartlett known as Glen. 

It is under three hours from Boston, and an hour and forty minutes from Portland, the nearest major airport (PWM). Amtrak also runs as far as Portland.

There is a lot to do in the area, starting just five minutes away at the famous "Storyland" for the kids. Mt. Attitash is just ten minutes away, with its waterslide, alpine slide, and chairlifts to the top, and of course the great skiing in the winter. 


The world famous Cog railway is close by at Mt. Washington, along with the auto road if you prefer to drive to the top, and needless to say the multitudes of hiking and biking trails throughout the White Mountains.


The Conway scenic railroad offers a variety of rail trips, romantic dinner trains and great views of the rivers and mountains. There are all kinds of activities available, such as hiking, biking, fishing, inner tubing or canoeing down the Saco River. 


You can shop 'till you drop in North Conway, just 15 minutes away with its endless stores and outlets. There are numerous restaurants, pubs and taverns. There are at least four golf courses in the area along with tennis and  athletic clubs. And the list goes on…

The Layout:


The house has a very cozy appeal to it with wall to wall carpeting throughout and a lot of southern exposure.  It is a well constructed home, the original part of which was built in 1965.

Ground floor (walk in-walk out): 


3 Bedrooms, 2 have queens, 1 has a full. 


There is 1 full bath (has tub), sauna room, a large T-shaped living area with farmer's table, chairs and a couch in the "I" part of the "T", the left side has a living area with cable TV and VCR, and stereo. The right arm of the T has a Foosball game and a few more chairs. There is also a fully equipped kitchen with dishwasher. You can enter and exit via a separate entryway or use the stairs to the main floor.   

Main floor:


This is accessed from outside by stairs leading to the deck and entryway (as seen in the front page photo) or by a gradual (not steep) handicap access ramp.


There are 2 Bedrooms, 1 has a queen, the other 2 twins.


There is one full bathroom (has tub) and also has a washer and dryer. 


The living room has a fireplace, cable TV and VCR, and a dining area with dining table that seats up to 10 people. The living room and dining area combine to make one large room. 

Through sliding glass doors, one can access the atrium porch which has a table to seat 4-6. The sun-soaked atrium porch is literally four walls of glass that afford beautiful mountain views in the winter and lavish landscaped garden views in the other seasons. There are also sliding glass doors that access the large deck with BBQ.


There is a fully equipped kitchen with dishwasher, a hallway and entryway. Deck is equipped with grill, lots of chairs and a table or two. The side deck out back is used for trash. There is a long bench and coat rack under the stirs leading to the top floor and a door that can shut off access to downstairs.

Top floor:


There are 3 bedrooms, 1 has a full and a loft with 2 full mattresses, the second has a pair of twins and loft with 2 full mattresses, the third has a pair of twins and a full.


There are 2 bathrooms, one full (has tub) and 1 three quarter (shower). There is also large hallway.

Yard:


The front yard  is a nicely landscaped area, with little stone pathways and lots of different flowers and shrubs that bloom at different times of the year. The back yard is more open and is capable of a good game of horseshoes. There is a kiddy pool for the little ones. There is plenty of parking in the paved driveway and the nearest neighbors are either down the hill through the woods or up the hill through the woods, so it is a very private setting. The house is away from the road and the road is not busy.  
 
Rentals:

Our summer rentals are by the week only and run from Friday to Friday, mainly because of the outrageous traffic on Saturdays. During the other three seasons, we rent by the week, weekend or combinations thereof. Rates are variable by time of year, number of people, and length of stay. Click here to get a general idea.


Pets are an additional small fee per week, with the understanding they will remain on the ground floor.
